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Why Every Canadian Should Support Robust Christian Schools

Over the last few months a number of groups have gone public with a call to defund
independent schools. The reason given is always in support of public education. The
argument is that independent schools take money from the public system resulting

in poorer service for students in government run schools.

Research in BC, however, reveals that if all funding was removed from independent
schools, over 80% of the students in the schools would end up registering in local
public schools. These students would only bring 30% of the funds that public school
students currently get (if you add in capital costs with operational ones). The end
result would be less money for every student, unless the government made a
substantial increase in the budget. The point | am making is that the economic

argument is the easiest to discount.
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A statement was made a few weeks ago regarding independent schools in Ontario which must be countered. One of the
spokespeople for defunding indicated that even though Ontario does not fund independent schools, there are more there
than in Alberta. | wrote Mark Kennedy to get some current figures about independent schools in Ontario. Below is what he
told me;

According to ON Min of Ed stats from 204 263 Ontario private schoots126,000 students (as of 2014, 2,008/Xtudents
attend ON publicly funded elementary and secondary schools). Clearly private school figures have increased since then,
not by a whole lot. So a ballpark figure of just und@0Q private schools and fewer than 130,000 private school stesden
would be more than fair. Population of ON in 2017 is 13,600,000 so private school students account for less than 1% of t
pop. Of that number, about 35,000 attend evangelical (i.e. not Catholic or Anglican) Christiasc§ckobl i Q& | 6 2 dzii
private school students and 1% of all Ontario students.

First of all, there are no large evangelical schools in Ontario (a school of 500 students is considered massive there). Secondly,
the percentage of students in evangelical schools in both BC and AB is around 4% of the student population. Add to that
number the students in alternate school programs in Alberta and it becomes clear that when government funds independent
and alternate schools, many more families can afford this option. If our schools lost government support at least 60% of the
students would leave for the public system because their families could not afford the tuition.

This is one of the reasons we need to activate our school communities to reach out to local leaders, thank them profusely for
supporting educational alternatives and encourage them to continue.

Every person in Canada benefits from the presence of effective Christian schools.
Let’s be prepared to defend them in a country that is forgetting the values that
made it one of the best places to live on earth. If Canada is to continue being one of
the freest countries on earth, it will be because of its tolerance for and support of
Christian education.
